Their last gig was in Brighton, the
Conference Centre, Saturday 11 ™ December
1982 and at that precise moment they were
the biggest band in the country. The Jam had
a following like no other band around; their
live sets were electric, each song played with
such power and passion. The sound was that
of anger, with spat out vocals, questioning
the frustration of life when you're young. You
can only marvel at the quality, and the
guantity, of material The Jam produced: 6
studio albums and 18 singles between 1977
and 1982.

Named after the 5CD box

set, which gathers together pretty much

everything the Jam ever recorded, The Jam DRC

are Jam fans playing Jam songs. The song list is

extensive and gets in all the popular numbers

plus some unexpected ones, capturing what The

Jam were like at their height and in their live

element. If you're getting into The Jam, then this

live set gives a good impression of what they

were really all about. Classic sinales, B - Sides

and album trackkslikke, “Thickk A&s Thieeess,” “Lititde BoyB&pl@etdiérs,” “Lifé&feF FrnomAAWIvidola,”
“Billy Hunt,” and the underrated, vitriolic “Set The House Ablaze,” all delivered with mastery.

If you never saw The Jam live, then The Jam DRC go = some way in showing how great they were.

The Jam DRC are as close to the sound and power as  you can get.
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
